As we knelt together in prayer, there were moments of confession, cries for strength and increased courage, words of gratitude to the God of all comfort, and requests that they would have the faith to believe in new beginnings in the new year.

My prayer for each pastor, believer and congregation is that as we begin the new year, that we will do so on our knees as well - laying down the burdens and fears of 2009, and asking for a fresh anointing of the Holy Spirit for the new year. May we rise to our feet with renewed strength, increased joy and bold creativity to face not only the challenges in our own lives, but to also be joyful followers of Jesus who inspire others to seek the Savior.
