YOUR STATEMENT OF INTENT is due by JULY 22nd:


Every individual believer can LIVE THE STORY (your non-verbal witness of attitudes and actions) and TELL THE STORY (your verbal testimony for Christ), spontaneously as you go about your daily routine.

Additionally, as congregations we can also LIVE & TELL God’s story, by planning creative ways to reach others in our neighborhoods and community, by offering resources and friendship through felt - need small groups.

By July 22, each local church should register their congregation’s two sentence “Statement of Intent” at www.livethestorytellthestory.com (click on right column box). Bishop Roller will check the site for every church participation.
ENGLISH Statement of Intent

The two-sentence Statement of Intention is a simple explanation of your plan. It shows that you are talking together and have developed a rudimentary plan. The two-sentence Statement of Intention answers the question: How do you intend to create reproducible groups led by lay believers that non-believers attend?  Some examples:
-We, the New Adrenaline FMC of Endocrine, Maine will start 6 new groups by 10/10/10. We know that the service component of 1 will be to offer ESL to immigrants, the other 5 will be discovered before Sept 22. 

-We, the Light-N-Up FMC of Yoke, PA will start 15 new groups by 10/10/10. Each one will have a different focus determined by the starters. 

- We the Ol’Yeller FMC of Knine, FL will start 2 new groups by 10/10/10. One will serve young mothers, the other, widows. 

-We the His Feet FMC of Podiatry, NY will adapt our existing Life groups to make them smaller (so more people can lead them). We’ll also ensure that they re-design to minister to non-believers.
