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A Brief History of the North Carolina District

The North Carolina District began in Greensbhoro. Someone had a vision. Rev. S. S. Nelson saw
a vacant lot on Spring Garden Street and envisioned a holiness church. While holding a tent meeting in
1923, he hoped to start a church. The actual organization did not materialize until October of 1925. A
couple of significant events improved the prospects for the church

Large crowds attended this weekend revival in the Greensboro Opera House... What a boost for the
possibility of starting a new church. Then Rev. Charles Harrison came to Greensboro to be district
superintendent of a missionary district in the Carolinas. He was sent out and supported by the two
Indiana districts and the General Home Mission Board. On September 29, 1925, the first official campaign
in the Carolinas was launched and from that meeting Greensboro First Church was organized.
During the next two and one-half years, seven more churches were started in North Carolina, one in
Bennettsville, South Carolina and one in Roanoke, Virginia. Conventions of the Carolina Home Mission
District were held in the spring of 1926 and 1927. Dr. H. F. Reynolds, at the third convention in March
1928, engineered the organization of the Carolina District. Rev. C. M. Harrison was unanimously elected
as the first district superintendent. And so began the district organization of the Church of the Nazarene in
North Carolina.

A lot of significant business was conducted at the second district assembly. Among other things,
the name was changed to Southeast Atlantic District. By this time, there were seven churches in Virginia,
one in South Carolina, and nine in North Carolina. Dr. J. Howard Sloan was elected the new district
superintendent to succeed Rev. Harrison who resigned during the year.

In 1932, Dr. Sloan resigned when the district was composed of twenty churches: ten in North
Carolina, nine in Virginia, and one in South Carolina. During the next six years, there were four
superintendents — Rev. Theo Ludwig, Rev. R. E. Dobie, Rev. W. H. Parker, and Rev. G. D. McDonald.
The total number of churches rose to twenty-seven.

Then Dr. Raymond Browning settled in for six years as district superintendent. In the middle of his
stretch of service, the twelve churches in Virginia were organized into a separate district. North and
South Carolina again became the Carolina District. Rev. J. V. Fredrick served as superintendent for two
years and the Carolina District had twenty-six churches.

Dr. C. E. Shumake was district superintendent from 1946 to 1952. There were thirty-seven
congregations and 2,080 members which meant membership had doubled. South Carolina became a
separate district in 1948. For the first time, North Carolina stood alone as its own district.

Dr. Lloyd B. Byron led the charge to 3,287 and fifty churches between 1952 and 1966.

Rev. Terrell C. Sanders, Jr., took the torch from 1966 to 1975 and the district showed good progress,
increasing to fifty-four churches with a membership of 4,369. The Linda Lake parsonage and office was
built during this time. Rev. Bill M. Sullivan served from 1966-1975 and led the district in its 50" year to
report 53 churches with 4,671 members.

Rev. Oval L. Stone took the helm for the next six years until 1986 and growth continued, reaching
sixty-three churches with 5,654 members. Worship attendance was now at 4,824.

Rev. D. Eugene Simpson served for the next ten years. In the 65" Anniversary service in 1992,
the district reported sixty-nine churches, 6,630 members, and average worship attendance of 5,682.
When Dr. Simpson retired in 1996, there were 7,240 members in 72 congregations, with an average
worship attendance of 5,745.

Dr. J. Mark Barnes was elected in 1996. During his leadership, several house type churches were
started. This opened up new possibilities of reaching others for Christ. At the 2013 District Assembly, Dr.
Barnes gave his final report. The theme was: Love Always Wins! Dr. Barnes officially retired on August
31, 2013.

Dr. Greg Mason was appointed by the Board of General Superintendents as our new District
Superintendent. He assumed his duties on October 1, 2013. Dr. Mason truly has a vision for our district,
which will lead in planting more churches throughout our state.

Our state’s history is bright with His work! Currently, He is pouring out His Spirit in significant
measure, removing barriers that some thought would never be eliminated and taking territory some
assumed to be “untakeable.”

A. INSTRUCTIONS TO PASTORS AND STUDENTS

Eligibility to the Courses of Study

The board serves only those persons properly enrolled. Enrollment is open to local
ministers (preparing to be Elders or Deacons), registered song evangelists, and
prospective ministers of music, who qualify according to the Manual.

To enroll a person in the Course of Study a pastor must submit a written request for
enrollment to the Studies Secretary of the District Ministry Board. This request is to
include:

1. The applicant’'s name, address, phone number, and email address
2. Verification that the applicant has been granted a local license
3. Which track on which to enter the applicant: Elder, Deacon (Christian Education,

Music Ministries, Youth, Compassionate Ministries, Administration, Chaplaincy), or Lay
Ministries

Course of Study

There are two general courses administered by the District Ministry Board: Elder and
Deacon. Ministers or Deacons will not be ordained, or registered Song Evangelists be
commissioned, without completing their respective courses.

Modes of Study

The Board directs all students to fulfill their educational requirements through a
Nazarene institution of higher education (a Nazarene college, Nazarene Theological
Seminary, Nazarene Bible College or the Carolinas School of Ministry), or to obtain
written permission from the Chairman of the Board of Ministerial Studies to fulfill these
educational requirements in any other way (i.e., Modular Course of Study, non-
Nazarene institution). The student shall meet the grading standards of those institutions
before receiving credit from the District Ministry Board.

Course of Studies Reqgulations

1. Each candidate is instructed to download the Handbook for Christian Ministries
(http://www.usacanadaregion.org/sites/usacanadaregion.org/files/PDF/handbook.pdf) in
order that he or she may become familiar with the details of the program. It is
suggested that when the call is confirmed in the person’'s mind and heart (before a Local
Ministers License is issued) that the local church download, print and present the
"Handbook" as a gift of affirmation and encouragement in order that he/she may
become familiar with the details of the program.

2. College students are responsible to submit to the board documentary evidence of
academic standing at the close of each school year, in harmony with the Manual and
the Handbook for Christian Ministries. The student should have the institution send an
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official copy of their transcript to the Studies Secretary (Tim Pullin, 28 Nazarene Way,
Waynesville, NC 28785; Electronic transcripts may be sent to Tim Pullin at
ncmsbsec@gmail.com). College students are reminded that “degree requirements” may
differ from “course of study requirements” and to plan their curriculum in harmony with
the Manual and the Handbook for Christian Ministries. The transcripts of a student's
work at graduation will be evaluated by the District Ministry Board. No requirements
stated in the Manual will be waived.

3. No one in the Course of Study will be assigned an Adviser from the District Ministry
Board until they have been granted a District License. Those holding a Local License
will be under the direct care of their local pastor. Pastors of the local church are
responsible to inform the Studies Secretary of the District Ministry Board on the renewal
of Local Licenses each year. Failure to do so will be grounds for dropping said student
from the Course of Study.

4. A candidate must successfully complete at least one-fourth of the required courses
to include the Manual before he/she is promoted to Level Two of the Course of Study
and entitled to a District License. When students have completed one-half of the
requirements and their Field Education, they will be promoted to Level Three. Level
Four will be granted upon successful completion of three-fourths of the courses.

5. In order for work to be applied on the current assembly year, it must be submitted by
March 31 of that year. Work filed thereafter will be applied to the following year, unless
permission is granted by the Studies Secretary and the District Superintendent.

6. Field Education:
a. Students must complete their Field Education (Supervised Ministry) before
being admitted to Level Three in the Course of Study.
b. To complete the Field Education requirements the student should ask his/her
adviser to contact Matt Roberts (E-mail: revmattr@gmail.com; 919-323-6468),
who serves as Field Education/Supervised Ministry Director.

7. The candidate is responsible for all course changes that have not been completed. It
is to the student's advantage to complete courses in any one level before going to the
next level.

8. Candidates should be prepared to appear for interview as called upon by the District
Ministry Board at the time and place specified.

9. All students must maintain a C average or above. Any grade below a C will be
subject to review by the District Ministry Board.

10. The Handbook for Christian Ministries and the Modular Course of Study, are
copyrighted and must not be modified without explicit permission by Pastoral Ministries.
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Financial Policy

Financial assistance will be limited to classes offered through the Carolinas School of
Ministry, and requests shall be considered on a case-by-case basis, one semester at a
time. The following criteria will be used to evaluate every request:

1. The student must be an active member in good standing in a North Carolina District
Church of the Nazarene and hold at least a local minister's license from that church
or be serving by appointment as pastor under the jurisdiction of the district
superintendent.

2. The student must make some effort to meet his/her own educational expenses.
3. The student's church must make some effort to assist the student financially.
4. No student who fails two courses shall retain eligibility for District financial assistance

until he/she has successfully completed two more courses with a grade of "C" or
better in each of the two courses.

For information or guidance, students should go first to their adviser, then to either the
Studies Secretary or District Ministry Board Secretary.

Kingdom centered approach (not focused on human approach).
How do we help people understand they are called to ministry?
Embracing the concept from Ephesians 4:8.

Empowering systems (know how to move in the right direction).
. Adaptive systems (systems that can be changed as needed).

0. Relational network (we should not act like a lone ranger).
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Following the session, pastors from Lake Lands and Chapel Hill Mission Areas gave their reports.
A few announcements were made. Then the assembly was dismissed for breakout sessions.

FIVE YEARS IN REVIEW
As | said, this is my fifth report as your Superintendent. In my first report | outlined three convictions about
my work on the district and added three points of emphasis that would guide us.
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The three convictions were Prayer, Mission, and Fruitful Leadership. The three points of emphasis were 1)
developing connections, 2) leadership development, and 3) planting new churches. | thought we might see
how we are doing.

| believe we are a better-connected district than we were a few years ago. As | mentioned a moment ago
most of our Mission Area Coordinators are working to get pastors together for fellowship, prayer, and
strategy. They have helped me in promoting and planning the Vision Tour services and the One on One
fellowships. Our installation services are an opportunity for our churches to be together as well.

We have offered many opportunities for Leadership Development and more connection through Pastors on
Purpose events, Ministry Team Retreat, Skill School, and by offering people a chance to attend various
conferences, etc. | have spent considerable time focused on being connected to pastors through One on
One sessions and Leadership Development cohorts.

As for church planting these are some exciting days in the area of starting new churches. | think | can say
without reservation that new churches are our best chance to impact our state for Christ and the message
of holiness. I've asked some folks to join me on the platform tonight to bring us up to date on our church
planting efforts.

(Interview of Michael Parenti, Christian Sapp, Curt Evans, and Bruce Puckett, Abdiel Negura)

This is just the tip of the iceberg. Celia Corona has started Monroe Dios De Restauracion, and Pastor
Bobby Humphrey and the Cornerstone church are allowing them to use their facility. Thomasville, and
Pastor Jonathan McClure has voted to begin a new Hispanic work and are looking for a planter. Concord is
considering the same under the leadership of Pastor Davis and the Corona’s. Waynesville, and Pastor Tim
Pullin, is pursuing a plant through an already established karate ministry that is having a huge impact in the
Western side of the state. Tom Roswick and Will Fields are praying about the possibility of teaming up to
plant a church in Siler City. Rev. Kyle DeLong and Hickory have started an evening service that is geared
specifically to young people, many of them high school football players, that operates as a separate church,
as well as a prison ministry that may become a CTM.

These exciting opportunities are in addition to Missio Dei (Jenny Compton), Iglesia del Nazareno de Dios
Amor Y Paz (Fransico and Susie Flores), Iglesia del Nazareno de Wilmingon (Miqueas Torres), Iglesia del
Nazareno Renancer (Ramon Montanez), and Iglesia Hispana del Nazareno de Raleigh (Juan and Rebecca
Rivera) that have been started since our arrival.

As you can see we are well on our way in terms of Connectedness, Leadership Development, and Church
Planting.

Many of our churches have instituted specific prayer initiatives which are geared at crying out to God for an

outpouring of His Spirit. We need renewal, and it will not come through ministry mechanics, but, by prayer
and fasting.
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We eat, drink and sleep mission. But mission should not drive us to prayer. Prayer must drive us to
mission. Let me explain. This may sound petty, but if mission drives our prayers, then we tend to think of
prayer as a means to an end, or as a tool to help us grow. But, if we start with prayer, and mission grows
out of that, then our motives and our outcomes are more likely to be centered on being a part of Jesus
Kingdom, and not building our own.

The area | am most concerned about is the area of Fruit — bearing. The comparisons of this year's totals
and the previous several years is in the handbook on page 11. We are bearing some fruit, but not enough
to make up for the fruit we are losing.

| know what you are thinking, fruit is hard to quantify. It is hard to calculate the number of lives we are
impacting simply by counting attendance, offerings, and even baptisms. But it seems to be a very New
Testament thing to do. In the book of Acts each of those things were counted or accounted for.

| won't tarry long here, but someone has to be accountable for our results. On the district level that
someone is me. Just looking at this decade, we are down 10% in membership, down 20% in SDMI
attendance, down 29% in morning worship attendance and the number of New Nazarenes we received this
year is the second lowest total in this decade. | am disappointed that | have not led us better to be more
effective in growing the Kingdom of God.

We can say that these numbers don’t mean everything. You are right. But they mean something. Surely,
many of our churches, many of our pastors and leaders, have influence beyond the numbers. The people
we feed, the gospel presentations we make, the sick that we pray over, the families we clothe, don’t
necessarily show up on our reports. But the other numbers represent people who we have come to faith,
and who are joining us in the mission of inviting others to meet Jesus.

We certainly want to celebrate the 373 conversions that were reported this year. To the church making
disciples, and leading people to faith in Jesus Christ is our number one responsibility. Let's thank the Lord
of the harvest for every new believer that has been birthed into the Kingdom through the NC Church of the
Nazarene.

A DOCTRINE DRIVEN MISSION
These are important days to be engaged in the mission of Christ through His church.
The mission, the commission if you will, is God ordained. Jesus died on a cross for this mission. It is the
most important thing before us.

We have lots of reasons, and a few excuses, as to why we aren’t doing better. In a nano-second we can
conjure up a list — bad facility, bad music, bad location; not enough money, not enough staff, not enough
workers.

But let me tell you what each of us possesses. We have the Holy Spirit. We have the Word of God. And we
have a great Doctrine.
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| am burdened over the brokenness of our world. We can complain about lifestyles, social and political
agendas, or the fast changing, post Christian culture, but the real tragedy is the brokenness and the traps
of sin that are the result. We have preached for hundreds of years that sin is a snowball that gains
momentum and prominence in a person’s life, if not checked by the grace, mercy, and love of God. It is
also true of a society, a culture. Someone said that “we live and a fallen world, and it has fallen on us.”

| am ever more convinced that the greatest gift we have to offer this world is not our music programs, our
well-built church buildings, our Fall Festivals and our clothing drives. Our best gift is what we believe the
Bible teaches about Holiness. You heard me correctly. | believe the best offer we can make to the
individual caught in the traps of sin or society, is our doctrine.

Last year | talked to you about following the man Jesus; his model, his mission, and his methods. In that
context, | spoke of winning people to Jesus; evangelism. | have shared a similar message at the last two
Vision Tours.

Getting people to faith in Christ is always our goal. But we are not a people that are simply handing out “get
out of hell” cards. We are a people who believe that God wants to make us holy. We believe that is the
message of the Bible. That God wants to take people who have been torn and troubled by sin, whose
destiny is shame and damnation, and not only save them, but redeem them to His incredible image. God
not only wants to save, but to restore, to complete, to fulfill one’s purpose, to reconcile. Jesus, in his own
personal mission statement said, "The Spirit of the Lord is on me, because he has anointed me to proclaim
good news to the poor. He has sent me to proclaim freedom for the prisoners and recovery of sight for the
blind, to set the oppressed free, to proclaim the year of the Lord’s favor” (Luke 4:18-19)

| want to hear the words of the Apostle Paul tonight.

‘Since, then, we know what it is to fear the Lord, we try to persuade others. What we are is plain to God,
and | hope it is also plain to your conscience. We are not trying to commend ourselves to you again, but
are giving you an opportunity to take pride in us, so that you can answer those who take pride in what is
seen rather than in what is in the heart. If we are “out of our mind,” as some say, it is for God; if we are in
our right mind, it is for you. For Christ’s love compels us, because we are convinced that one died for all,
and therefore all died. 5 And he died for all, that those who live should no longer live for themselves but for
him who died for them and was raised again.”

“So from now on we regard no one from a worldly point of view. Though we once regarded Christ in this
way, we do so no longer. Therefore, if anyone is in Christ, the new creation has come: The old has gone,
the new is here! All this is from God, who reconciled us to himself through Christ and gave us the ministry
of reconciliation: that God was reconciling the world to himself in Christ, not counting people’s sins against
them. And he has committed to us the message of reconciliation. We are therefore Christ's

ambassadors, as though God were making his appeal through us. We implore you on Christ's behalf: Be
reconciled to God. God made him who had no sin to be sin for us, so that in him we might become the
righteousness of God.” (Il Corinthians 5:11 ff.)
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| want to challenge us to recapture our doctrine of holiness. | want us to emphasize through preaching and
teaching our conviction that God is holy, and he calls us, likewise, to be holy. And it wouldn’t hurt if we lived
it out consistently and joyfully.

“‘Holy”
Notice in this passage that Paul affirms that we are reconciled to God through Christ. This must be our
personal experience. Every leader in the church should not only be able to testify that they are saved from
sin, but that they have been and are being sanctified by the indwelling presence and the magnanimous
work of the Holy Spirit.

We have long said that to be made holy, was to be purified of inbred sin. Yes!

But we have also believed that to be sanctified means that we are empowered to live victorious, God-
centered, Spirit-directed lives. Paul says, “that we who have died to sin, no longer live for ourselves, but live
for the one who died for us.” | like what Dick Eugenio says in the newly released book “Following Jesus”;
“‘Reconciliation happens when active opposition to God is transformed, by Christ, to friendship.” (page 96)

Of course, Wesley taught, and we believe, that the essence of the holy life is love. We affirm that holiness
is best defined by the Great Commandment — love God with your whole heart, mind, soul, and strength
(energy), and your neighbor as yourself. Paul's own testimony is that | have nothing to offer to you as a
credential other than the love of Christ. (v.13-14)

“Wholly”
When the Lord sanctifies us he not only makes us holy (leaning into His will instead of our selves), but he
makes whole. To be holy is an ethical matter. When our bent to sinning is crucified and replaced with a
fervent desire to do God’s will, then we will behave differently, because we love differently. We have a
different perspective on life, and our desire to honor Christ and keep his commandments is more important
than any other desire.

But we often forget that the Spirit of God makes us whole. God can take a broken heart, a broken soul,
broken relationships, and broken people, and make them whole. Dr. William Greathouse says in his book
“Wholeness in Christ’, “Entire sanctification is spiritual health restored and preserved by the power of God.”

The holiness message is a message of hope. It is a message that says, | do not need to be stuck in my
sinful ways. | do not need to be a prisoner to my circumstances, my past, or my position. | do not have to
be chained to the labels that | wear, whether someone else slapped them on me or | put them on myself.

For all of life Satan brings hurt into our lives. We hear messages that we are not valuable, we're flawed,
you're not good enough, you're worthless! We've all been attacked and broken, some worse than others.

But Paul says this about the sanctifying work of the Spirit: “And we all, who with unveiled faces contemplate
the Lord's glory, are being transformed into his image with ever-increasing glory, which comes from the
Lord, who is the Spirit.” (2 Corinthians 3:18)
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| love how Eugene Peterson paraphrases Ephesians 1.7 -12

“‘Because of the sacrifice of the Messiah, his blood poured out on the altar of the Cross, we're a free
people—free of penalties and punishments chalked up by all our misdeeds. And not just barely free,

either. Abundantly free! He thought of everything, provided for everything we could possibly need, letting us
in on the plans he took such delight in making. He set it all out before us in Christ, a long-range plan in
which everything would be brought together and summed up in him, everything in deepest heaven,
everything on planet earth. It's in Christ that we find out who we are and what we are living for. Long before
we first heard of Christ and got our hopes up, he had his eye on us, had designs on us for glorious living,
part of the overall purpose he is working out in everything and everyone.” (MSG)

The call of scripture to be like Jesus is not governed by power, public policy, or politicians. It is a call to be
enabled by the Holy Spirit. “l will give you a new heart and put a new spirit in you; | will remove from you
your heart of stone and give you a heart of flesh. And | will put my Spirit in you and move you to follow my
decrees and be careful to keep my laws.

We are all a work in progress. We all are clay pots, and most of us are cracked pots. Some have taken the
step of allowing the healing balm that is the sanctifying grace of Jesus to make us whole. To be making us
whole. Thanks be to God for this indescribable Gift!

‘Now — The Mission!”
Alan and Debra Hirsch write, “One of the key roles of the Holy Spirit is to oversee the change process by
which we become holy, and when holiness is properly understood, it is actually an incredibly redemptive,
highly missional concept” (Untamed, page 92)

Paul is emphatic; we are to be reconcilers. We who have been made new by the grace of Christ are to join
him in the work of bringing this restorative grace to the whole world.

| have found profound help with this in a chapter in the book “Following Jesus”, edited by Trevecca
professor Tim Gaines and Point Loma professor Kara — Lyons Pardue. The chapter is entitled “Following
Jesus the Reconciler” by Asia Pacific Seminary professor Dick Eugenio, whom | quoted earlier.

He says that the reconciling work of Jesus is done in three ways: 1) The Incarnation — or entering into the
suffering of man, or what he calls “solidarity with sinful humanity”; 2) The Cross — or Jesus willingness to
die for our reconciliation or restoration; and 3) Intercession and Advocacy — the Lord’s consistent concern
and care for we who are navigating the difficulties of this broken planet.

1) Eugenio says that “Immanuel, God with us, is a statement of reconciliation. In Christ, God dwells
with and among God’s enemies in holiness and love. He comes to dine with sinners. He touches
the unclean. ... Jesus shatters the walls that alienate sinful humanity from the holy God.”
(Following Jesus, page 98)
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We all say Amen to that. But can we say that we have entered into this kind of ministry ourselves? That this
is a predominant descriptor of our Kingdom work? It requires being with the ones we so often criticize,
judge, and get angry at. We follow Jesus in incarnation and in reconciliation when “we actively reach out to
the different other, or to our complete opposite.” (Following Jesus, page 99)

We actually spend very little time with the unchurched and the broken. We attend conferences about it. We
have pep rallies about reaching the lost. We pat ourselves on the back for organizing events meant to
attract broken people to us, even if they are as broken when they leave as when they came.

Jesus model of incarnation that leads to reconciliation is to go to them, eat with them, visit them, befriend
them, and love them. Jesus was one of us and one with us. Can we say that of the broken and
marginalized in our towns and neighborhoods?

2) Secondly, Jesus secured our reconciliation, our holiness, and our wholeness in death on the cross.
Jesus suffered to secure the newness of life that God offers us.

Jesus incarnational presence compelled Him to die on a cross. Jesus made himself absolutely vulnerable
(Philippians 2) in order that you might restored to the image of God. Eugenio says, “Jesus, bearing the sins
of the world upon himself, was lifted up on a tree, completely naked and exposed to God.” (page 101) Our
incarnational presence surely would require a willingness to sacrifice and suffer as well.

We are fine with people getting saved, or broken people being made well. But what will it cost us? How far
will we go to see people made into the Imago Dei? Sanballat asked of Nehemiah and the Israelites
rebuilding the wall of Jerusalem, “Will they sacrifice”. (Nehemiah 4:2)

This is not to say our people do not sacrifice. We do that better than most. But towards what end? For
better carpet, for better lighting and sound, for our own entertainment, for our own safety and security?
“We should all wonder, especially those of us who are pastors and church leaders, if our good intention of
providing a comfortable and relaxing worship experience is actually producing a group of Christians who
are self-centered, apathetic, and pleasure —oriented. (Following Jesus page 103)

Our theology says that we surrender everything in order for the Holy Spirit to fill us, in order that we might
be completely committed to him and his mission. Are we willing to put our politics, our prosperity, or our
power on the cross so that others may know the fullness of the Spirit? Let me say this and trust you to
think about it. Often our hold on power and control, and our maintenance of the same, is a great hindrance
to the very work God has called us to do - to reach out to the least, the last, and the lost. It is a spirit that
leaves people broken and hinders reconciliation.

3) Thirdly, Eugenio talks about the Lord’s intercession and advocacy.
Jesus work of reconciling us is ongoing. He sits at the right hand of the Father and makes intercession for

us. It was good that he went away that he might send us another Paraclete, an advocate. The word
paraclete “means one who walks beside.” The Holy Spirit, who transforms us also walks beside us.
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As broken persons, it is good to have someone who will stay with us. But also, one who serves as our
advocate. Jesus, who suffered as we do, who knew temptation as we do, who was broken like we are, talks
to Father about us. He does so in empathy and compassion.

The mission of holy people should be a mission of advocacy and intercession. “Following Jesus, who
chooses not to condemn, because he knows our struggles and weaknesses — means that we ought to
empathize with others in their brokenness and intercede for them for the forgiveness. “ (Following Jesus
page 106)

We should come alongside of the broken, the desperate, the sinner. Please don't say that we are to be
separate from them. That is a lie of the devil. Jesus was advocate for the woman caught in adultery, the
woman at the well, the children, the widow, the Samaritan, the leper and on and on. Hirsch writes,
“Holiness is not gained by withdrawal from the world but by active, redemptive engagement in the world.”
(Untamed, page 93)

Jesus has been so patient with me. | have fallen short so often. At the same time, like you | have suffered
hurt and harm. All along the way He has been my intercessor and my companion. If we are going to be
people of mission, fueled by our holiness doctrine, then our lives, personally and corporately, should be
marked by friendship and solidarity with those who are away from God, those who hurt and are harmed.

Dr Graves, Dr. Mason, Pastors, NMI Presidents, Friends,

This is my 11th report as your district president. I've had the opportunity to help many of you this past year.
As always, it has been a privilege to serve you.

| am proud to announce that the NC District gave $ 384,620.00 to the World Evangelism Fund this past
year. We are currently at 99%. But, | am confident we will exceed 100% before the day is out.

In 2017, your NMI delegation went to Indianapolis Indiana for the Global Convention. While there we heard
stories of what God is doing around the globe; we were challenged and inspired.

In July last year Pastor Tommy Thompson, and Rick Soloky delivered 164 boxes of Crisis Care Kits and 44
boxes of school Pal Paks to Fawn Grove Compassion Center (Show Pic)

Later storms had devastating effects in Florida and Texas. The NC district quickly rose to the challenge and
collected another 150 Crisis Care Kit boxes. Pastor Tommy graciously took on the task and collected them
and delivered them to the warehouse where they were later distributed. Thank you, Pastor Tommy and
Rick, for donating your time to deliver these for us.

Because of many W&W teams flooding into Florida to help they asked districts to stop coming in. It wasn’t
feasible for us to ship water to Texas, so the council decided it was best to donate the water to Laurinburg
Church of the Nazarene food’s ministry.

In July Pastor Mark Eby led his last NC work & witness team to Brazil for 10 days. While there, they
completely built a church, which was dedicated to the late Rev. Bill Sessions of Archdale. They held a
medical clinic, held VBS and showed Jesus Film which resulted in 56 professions of faith. A successful
journey.

(Show Pic) Our new work and witness coordinator, Pastor Tom Roswick led his first team, ages 20 to 84 to
Lake Jackson, Texas where they worked to rebuild an elderly couple's home that was heavily damaged in
the storm. They were servants serving hurting and displaced people. You will hear more about this journey
later.

(Show pictures) This past September we invited, our friend, Pastor Arcel Aimarales, from Camaguey Cuba,
to come and speak on our district. | had the opportunity to meet him when our district Work and Witness
team was in Cuba September in 2016. Pastor Arcel has a wonderful personal testimony of God’s
transforming power.

In 2014, their church building collapsed. As they surveyed the ruins, God gave him a vision of the church
building that would rise from the rubble.
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(Show Pic) Today, that building is miraculously taking shape. Your NC Work and Witness team had the
privilege of being a part in this miracle, and now more of our churches have been part of this by hosting him
when he visited our district.

(Show Pic) You will remember just a few weeks ago the plane crash of a Cuban airline that went down
shortly after takeoff. There were 10 Nazarene pastors, district leaders and their spouses on board. All 10
couples perished in this crash. One of those leaders was our friend Geo, who was the district work &
witness coordinator who helped us while we were in Cuba.

Please pray for this district and for the children who were orphaned as a result of this tragedy.

(Show pic) We said good bye to our friends, Mark and Tammy Eby in late December; as they went to serve
in the Asia- Pacific region. Today they are doing well still in language school.

(Simon Jothi) In March of this year another friend, Simon Jothi from Bangalore India visited our district.
Simon is the principal of SANBC (South Aisa Nazarene Bible College). The message Simon shared was
about the importance of education and he emphasized the Bible should be part of that educational process.

While at The Bridge in Mooresville they were having a daycare celebration with families. There were 150
present. In this group were 20 Indian families. Simon was able to speak to share in their native tongue. He
would share in English and would translate in his language.

Simon was working to raise funds to help deserving ministerial students attend Bible college and then go
out and minister. | learned that our Pittsboro church is sponsoring 2 women pastors who intend on going to
Butan to take the Gospel where we have no Nazarene presence.... yet.

(Show Pics) Then on May 27th this handsome little guy arrived. Shepherd Grant Sisk. He made my
husband and me “Grand!” We are officially known as Mimi and G-daddy.

Today I've shared about my friends, and now, they are friends with many of you. I've shared about my
family.

Why?

| want to emphasize the importance of being intentional in our thinking and being missional. | want my little
grandson to see at an early age, from his parents and grandparents, the importance of sharing the love of
Jesus with those he will one day influence. | want him to understand sharing Jesus isn’t something that just
happens, it's a choice.

When your mission minded it's not only about getting a job done; as important as that is. It's about being
relational, crossing cultural boundaries; embracing others and loving them to Christ.
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To borrow a thought from my pastor, Jeff Wilson, who recently challenged our congregation to get out of
the four walls of our church building, to go out into our community, our world; to intersect with people where
they are. To go and share what Jesus has done for us and what he wants to do for everyone who will
accept Him.

Pastor Davis, thank you not only for your service to our children, but also thank you for living out the
mission of what a least a facet of discipleship includes. You did not just call me one day and say hey, I'm
done it’s been a good ride but now it's time for some once else to lead quizzing. You contacted me,
discussed with me the coming transition, found someone, trained them and prepared them so we can
seamlessly pass the reins of leadership for Children’s quizzing. Thank you to Mr. Tim Dolan of the Pineville
church for taking leadership in district children’s quizzing.

Big changes have come to our children’s camping program. We are relocating to the WNC Church of God
campgrounds for camp this year and feel we have found a home for the future. We have also been able to
move our date to the last week of June, which should help not to conflict with year-round school schedules
as much as we have in the past. We understand the year-round school calendars around the various NC
school districts makes it nearly impossible to resolve all conflicts, but we keep praying and seeking that
possibility. We also realize that 2021 will pose a challenge on the current date schedule. Pastor Duncan
Puckett and the camp dream team he has convened are working hard to reimagine camp, and how to
make it relevant for children and their families. We sent Pastor Duncan to the spark conference last fall,
and he came back with some great ideas. He also established networks with other Nazarene children’s
camp leaders that will prove helpful to us in the following years. | am excited about our camp speakers this
year and the possibilities for what can be accomplished at camp. The new grounds we are using this year
has also provided us the opportunity to book more than a year in advance so that we can invite some of the
best camp evangelists available to us. We already have secured dates and workers for 2019!

In February, approximately 100 of us joined in for NC Team Day and we welcomed Dr. T. Scott Daniels,
who came and led us in a conversation about Embracing Exile. A few churches took up the series and
incorporated it into small group studies and sermon series. The information that Dr. Daniels shared with us
is important and as a leader for Discipleship Ministries in North Carolina, | want to encourage as many as
will to purchase the Embracing Exile materials from The Foundry Publishing Company formerly Nazarene
Publishing House and find a way to use this material for equipping in your local churches. The information
is quality, it is timely, it is relevant, and | believe can help us understand how to approach a culture which
many of us feel ill equipped to approach and help guide us in a better understanding of being God’s unique
people in this time and space.

This time last year many of us were gathered in Indianapolis, IN USA for our quadrennial assembly and
global conventions. Along with myself, Dr. Mason, Jenny Hood, and Jonathan Elkins represented our
district at the SDMI gathering. The theme for the gathering was “#2722", an invested life. The theme is
taken from 2 Timothy 2:2 which says, “You have heard me teach things that have been confirmed by many
reliable witnesses. Now teach these truths to other trustworthy people who will be able to pass them on to
others.” Any investment that is made that is profitable or lasting usually requires a great commitment and
longevity on the part of the investor. Investment, particularly financial investments, are undertaken to
assure for quality of life down the road, retirement time, rainy day issues, crisis, or emergencies.
Investment in the Kingdom is about ensuring the propagation of the Kingdom both in the moment and for
eternity. Kingdom investment is the only investment that is 100% guaranteed safe and secure for eternity.
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As | work to the end of this report, | challenge myself, and | challenge our district to continue to explore new
methods and approaches to discipleship or investing in the lives of others. To find trustworthy people who
will be able to pass on what we have taught them. In his instructions to Timothy, Paul also reminded
Timothy to not allow his youth to get in the way of his mission, but rather to set examples for the believers
in how he lived his life. (I say this as a Pastor/Father of three 25-year olds... and my sons through
marriage to our girls... | am very impassioned about this) Our third core value, We are a Missional people,
if you read the accompanying essays about this core value, it is clear to me this core value is about
discipleship, and the many methods it encompasses. As we have taken the time and expended the
resources to invest in a generation of new leaders through our churches, Sunday school, small groups,
camps, retreats, schools, our universities, and seminary it is incumbent upon us to be sure that we allow
our investments to begin producing a return.

District Finance Committee Report Continued... (changes in Bold font)

That the District Advisory Board be authorized to reallocate district funds as deemed necessary
within the general framework of these recommendations.

Apportionments shall be based on current year income. Income is defined as all income that
qualifies as a charitable contribution to the giver. Giving for missions (money paid to World
Evangelism Fund, approved specials, etc.) are excluded from the base for the purpose of calculating
the budget amounts for Pensions and Benefits, Trevecca, and the District. Churches are encouraged
to use the planning calculator at www.fundingthemission.org in calculating their percentages.

That the World Evangelism Fund be set at 5.5% of local church income.

That the Pensions and Benefits Fund be set at 2.25% of local church income.

That the Trevecca Nazarene University share be set at 2.25% of local church income.

That the NC District share be set at 5% of local church income and that NYI, NMI, and SDMI be
set at $19,926 and be divided among our churches. The formula is .256% of reported income for
Assembly year 2017-2018.

We recommend to the District Advisory Board that for the church year 2019-20, that all
auxiliary funds be collected through the District Unified Budget and disbursed equally, on a
monthly basis, to the treasurers of each department. (NMI, SDMI, and NY1)

In addition, we recommend to the DAB that the District Unified Budget be raised from 5% to
6% to facilitate this change, and that the departments no longer assess the local church
individually.

We also recommend that each department provide a budget for the coming year to the
District Finance Committee for approval. This budget should be presented by April 1.

We commend those churches who have overpaid WEF, and we encourage each church to continue
to do all it can to overpay WEF by a significant margin to maintain an effective level of support to
our global missionaries.

We encourage every church to utilize the Church of the Nazarene Foundation to facilitate planned
and deferred gifts from their members to any Nazarene ministry, including gifts to the local church,
and to use the Foundation to manage investment accounts, endowments, or charitable trusts. Visit

We recommend that up to $30,000 of the district superintendent's salary be approved as allowance
for parsonage furnishings expense and housing allowance.

That the district superintendent be granted five weeks of vacation with pay.

We recommend that copies of this report be mailed to local church secretaries, treasurers, and
pastors.

LOCAL CHURCH
We recommend that the local church board give attention to the following financial responsibilities:
A. That all allocations be paid on a monthly basis, beginning in April.
B. That an annual local church budget be created for the church year.
C. That the treasurer's books be audited/reviewed annually as designated by the Manual
D.

paragraph 129.23).

That each church participates in the annual offering for the Nazarene Theological Seminary
during the month of January, and that the offering be sent immediately to Nazarene Theological
Seminary, 1700 E. Meyer Blvd., Kansas City, MO 64131. That matching funds be obtained if
possible.
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E. That each church observes the first Sunday of October as Nazarene Bible College Sunday by
receiving an offering sponsored by the church and/or budgeting an appropriate amount. This
offering is to be sent to Nazarene Bible College, 17001 Prairie Star Prkwy., Suite 300, Lenexa,
KS 66220. That matching funds be obtained if possible.

F. That each church reviews its insurance needs to assure proper coverage to cover losses and
legal liability situations.

G. That each pastor/church board makes sure that the church is properly incorporated as a non-
profit with the Secretary of State and that the officers of the corporation are up to date.

PASTORAL CARE
14. We recommend that the local church take financial responsibility in providing quality care for its
pastor by implementing the following:

A. That ministers enrolled in Social Security be reimbursed for the full amount they are required to
pay. This includes housing allowance or the fair rental value of the parsonage and utilities, plus
Social Security reimbursements and salary as stated in the Internal Revenue regulations. A tax
guide with a clear explanation is available for no charge from P & B.

B. That an annual review of pastoral earnings include consideration of:

1. A merit raise of 2-6%

2. A cost-of-living index increase.

3. In the event that the church provides a parsonage that is not furnished, we recommend that
the church designate a portion of the Pastor's salary as furnishings allowance.

C. That an annual review of church expenses (not pastor's benefits) incurred by pastoral activities
include the following:

1. Car operation reimbursement at IRS current rate.

2. Business/entertainment expense.

3. Meetings, retreats, and conferences.

4. Personal library expense.

5. Professional journals and society memberships.

6. Expense for the 2021 General Assembly.

That these items be considered in the process of establishing an annual church budget.

D. That a pastor who earns his full livelihood from the ministry be enrolled in the 403-B plan. For
details, write Pensions and Benefits, 17001 Prairie Star Parkway, Lenexa, KS 66220; or call 1-
888-888-4656.

E. Moving expenses. Each church, when calling a new pastor, is responsible for covering the
moving expense for the incoming pastor. An additional "settling in allowance™ of a minimum of
one week's salary should also be considered.

F. Vacation and Personal Time.

a. Every pastor and paid ministry staff shall be granted a vacation with pay based on the number
of years of full-time ministerial service to the Church of the Nazarene, rather than service to
the local church, using the following vacation program:

i. 0-4 years - 2 weeks (not to exceed 2 Sundays)

ii. 5-14 years - 3 weeks (not to exceed 3 Sundays)
iii. 15 years and over - 4 weeks (not to exceed 4 Sundays)
iv. An extra week for each additional 5 years.

b. Vacation is to be based on the calendar year, and must be taken in the current calendar year, or
be forfeited (Unless approved by the church board and the district superintendent). Upon
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pastoral relocation, vacation is to be prorated.

c. Each church should urge and expect their pastor to take one day off for relaxation and rest
each week.

d. Each church shall provide the pastor three (3) "personal days" per quarter not to be counted as
vacation time. They must be used within the quarter or forfeited. They cannot be taken on
Sundays.

G. That consideration be given to a paid sabbatical for pastors and full-time associates after seven
consecutive years of service. (Manual, paragraph 129.10)

H. That in addition to vacation, pastors be permitted to conduct as many as two one-week revival
meetings, study retreats, or conferences in the assembly year. We recognize the importance of
our larger churches aiding our smaller churches by making their pastor available for revival
services. We further recommend that their salaries be paid during these revivals, and that the
local churches pay for the pulpit supply during those weeks.

I. That the pastors be given a Christmas gift, and suggest that a gift equal to one week’s salary be
considered.

J.  That pastors are enrolled in a hospital and life insurance group plan, and that the premiums be
paid by the church.

15. We remind local churches and boards of their legal and ethical responsibility to handle church
funds properly.

A. That all funds be disbursed as designated by the contributors, or if possible, contributors be
asked to approve a change of use.

B. All local church treasurers will handle and disburse church funds as directed by the church

board. (Manual paragraph 136.1-6)

Support of Supply Pastors and Evangelists
16. Each church will adequately compensate supply pastors for their service. Minimum compensation
for pulpit supply would include travel and meals plus honoraria according to the following scale:
For churches raising less than $30,000 per year: $100
For churches raising $30,000 - $75,000 per year: $125
For churches raising $75,000 - $150,000 per year: $150
For churches raising $150,000 - $300,000 per year: $250
For churches raising more than $300,000 per year: $400
(additional amount should be given for extra services)
17. The local church shall care for the full expense incurred for the evangelist's hospitality care even
when the pastor's home is used.
18. When scheduling an evangelist, we recommend that full-time tenured, commissioned, and registered
evangelists be supported in the following manner:

a. The church board set a minimum honorarium for the evangelist equal to twice the pastor's
salary, including cash benefits, for each week (Sunday) of services, plus an adequate amount for
travel. He/she should be notified of this minimum amount at the time of his/her call.

(Manual paragraph 129.11)

b. We urge that, as a matter of policy, churches notify an evangelist at least 90 days prior to the

scheduled date of the meeting in case of cancellation or reimburse him/her one week's salary.

c. Where there is a pastoral change, the church board shall notify the scheduled evangelist

immediately.

d. We urge each church to follow the recommendation of Evangelism Ministries of sending a

Christmas love offering to each evangelist who held meetings within that church year.
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e. If a full-time commissioned or registered evangelist must cancel for health reasons, the church
is encouraged to send a love offering to the evangelist.

Other Local Church Responsibilities
19. Churches moving from “parsonage furnished” to "parsonage allowance" arrangements must
first secure written permission from the District Advisory Board and District Superintendent.
20. Any church desiring to loan the pastor or staff money for the purchase of a home, or for any
other reason must have written permission from the District Advisory Board.

2. Global Awareness- The church will use mission’s resources and participate in
activities to develop global awareness.

3. Children and Youth- the church will provide opportunity for its children and
youth to experience missions and to respond to God’s call.

4. Giving- The church will pay World Evangelism fund in full.
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lll. Each local church fulfills the following financial responsibilities:
